National Kayak-Canoe and Rowing Olympic Centre

The Olympic Centre is sitatuated 5 km away in western direction from Szeged. Right next to the Centre there’s an airport.On the north part of the lake there’s a road Nr.55 (Szeged-Baja), on the south part there’s a road Nr.5 (Szeged-Röszke). From the eastern part of the Centre about 2 km away there’s M5 highway which has an exit to the road Nr.55.

The creation of the kayak-canoe and rowing line took place between 1979 and 1981.

The consecration ceremony was held among an international rowing contest with 600 contesters on 27, 28 June 1981.
After that numerous national and international kayak-canoe, rowing, fishing and triathlon competitions followed.

Apart from national and international competitions the institution gives space for fitness camps as well.
The Olympic Centre is also suitable for business and family sportprograms.
In the summer seasons there are opportunities to organise camps in connection with school sports programs or fishing.
The Olymic Centre is one of the famous place of water sports which provides great facilities in Europe. It has great cultural background with the City of Szeged. It is a major touristic area of Hungary
